OBJECTION TO MR. NEAL PUTTING HIS SCRAP YARD THERE, HE SAID HE HAD
‘WORKED SECURITY AT MODERNFOLD AND WALKED THE BUILDING EVERYDAY.
HE SAID IT WOLLI) TAKR MILLIONS OF DOLLARS TO REFLIRBISH MODERNFOLD. 1T
1S FALLING APART. HOUSING WOULD BE GOOD, BUT HOW MANY EMPTY HOUSES
DO WE HAVE TN NEW CASTLENOW?

COUNCILMAN HAHN SAID UP 1O THIS POINT, EVERYTHING IS HEARSAY. [If; WAS.
INTERESTED IN THE 25 TO 30 MILLION THAT COULD BE GOTTEN FOR THE CITY. HE
ASKED MR, HAGER FOR A NUMBER 0 CONTACT SOMEONE ABOLT THIS.

MR. HAGER SAID THE ENTITY DOESN'T WANT TO GO PUBLIC AT THIS TIMEBUT

ATTORNEY COPENHAVER STATED THAT THE MODERNFOLD PROPERTY IS ZONED.

NEAL COMES AND TELLS US ABOUT THE PROJECT,
WEREALLY DON'TKNOW ANYTHING ABOUT THIS PROJECT.

COUNCILMAN REID STATED fHAT HE WOULD RATHER SEE THE FROJECT IN AN
AREA THAT IS INDUSTRIAL INSTEAD OF RIGHT UP AGAINS' RESIDENTIAL.

'BUILDING INSPECTOR FRAME SAID AS FOR AS IDEM, THEY MUST BE NOTIFIED AND

WATER SUPERINTENDENT BEACH §TATED THAT THy WATER HAS THE WELL HEAD
PROTECTION

WATER POLLUTION CONTROL SUPERINTENDENT HAMILTON SAID THERE MAY BE
AN ISSUE WITH THE STORM WATER. THAT IS SOMETHING THAT WILL HAVETO BE

INGA NEAL, 1449 CO, RD, 75W, STATED THAT RANDY NEAL DOES EVERYTHING

EDDIE HAGER SAID HE HAD A COUPLE OF THINGS HI! WISHED TO CORRECT IN
REFERENCE TO THE PERMIT. HE SAID TO THE MAYOR, IF YOU SENT THE PERMIT TO
TITE PAPER, YOU SHOULD HAVE NOTIFIED THE COUNCIL,, NEXT HE WANTED TO
EXTEND A COURTESY TO RANDY NEAL AND HIS BUSINESS TO ${7 DOWN WITH HIM,
